Possible allergic reaction to
material if inhaled, ingested or in contact with skin.

Overdose Effects:  Symptoms of overdose include clumsiness or unsteadiness; severe drowsiness; severe dryness of mouth,
nose, or throat; flushed or red face; troubled breathing; hallucinations; seizures; trouble sleeping; muscle
spasms; restlessness; shuffling walk; jerky movements of head and face; trembling hands; and feeling faint.

If person is not breathing give artificial
respiration. If breathing is difficult give oxygen. Obtain medical attention.

Treatment of overdose should be symptomatic and supportive and may include the following:

1. Induce vomiting.

2. Perform gastric lavage (isotonic or 0.45% sodium chloride solution) if person is unable to vomit within
three hours of ingestion.

3. Saline cathartics are sometimes used.

4. Vasopressors to treat hypotension, however, epinephrine should NOT be used.

5. Oxygen and intravenous fluids.

6. Anticholinergic antiparkinson agents, diphenhydramine, or barbiturates, to control extrapyramidal
reactions.

7. Avoid the use of stimulants which may cause seizures. [USP DI 20th 2003]
